	SCRUTINEERING

	From 8.00am both days
All boats must be scrutineered before entering the water.
All drivers must sign in before attempting to launch boats in the water.
Any driver not complying with these regulations will be disqualified. 

	
	

	RACE CONTROL
	Located at the front of the pits area adjacent to the lake. 
All instructions from Race Officials / Rescue Officer & Rescue Crews / Pits Marshals / Jetty Marshals will be obeyed at all times.
Rescue Craft have the right of way at all times.

	
	

	REGISTRATION
	Signing on and administration is at Race Control.

	
	

	PITS AREA
	As space within the area is limited, Only One support vehicle per entry is allowed in the pits. 
All cars and non support vehicles need to be removed from the pit area prior to racing, therefore would you please co-operate with the Officials, when requested.
No Campers/ tents in the pit area.

	
	

	BOAT NUMBERS
	Will be in accordance with the current RYA ruling.
If timing is unable to read you race number you may not be scored.  

	
	

	LAUNCHING
	Will be under the strict control of the Pits Marshals and the Launch Crews.
All trailers shall be marked with the boats allocated racing number

	GRID POSITIONS
	To be decided, if possible, on Practice Times. If this is found to be impractical, positions will be on the current standing in the Driver’s Championship. 

	
	

	STARTS
	Starts will be scratch.
There will be a 3 minute countdown.
At  ZERO the red lights will come on.
Between 5 - 12 Seconds the red lights will be extinguished.
This is the signal to start. 
Early starts penalised as per PB2 
Once the lead boat has turned the first buoy any late starters must round the late start buoy situated immediately in front of the pits entrance. 	POINTS
	Sportsboat classes will be 10% points reducing format.
OSY400 & Outboards will be 25% points reducing format.

	
	

	RE-STARTS
	One re-start only for all classes.
Re-starts as per PB2 rule G19.
Senior Sportsboats; No re-starts if  80% of race distance completed by leading boat.
Hydroplanes & JT /J250. Full distance re-runs 
The jetty position for a re-start will be the race order on the last full lap before the stoppage.
There will be no re-fuelling allowed between re-runs except for the JT /J250, OSY400 & Outboard classes.
Please ensure you have sufficient fuel to complete the race.
The driver responsible for the stoppage will not enter the re-run (subject to PB2 rule G19.5).

	The chequered flag flown from the start jetty will indicate the end of the race. 
To qualify as a finisher a driver must take the chequered flag and have completed 75% of the race distance.

	
	

	RESULTS
	Will be posted at timing control, as per PB2 Rule G32.


	COURSE MARKS
	£75.00 maximum will be charged, payable on the day, to the driver held responsible, in the opinion of the organisers, for the damage of any racing mark.

	PROTESTS
	All protests must be in accordance with PB2, must be on the correct RYA forms and accompanied by the fee of £75.00 in cash. 
All protests must be handed to the OOD or his Deputy within 30 minutes of the final result.
No protest regarding the eligibility of an entry will be considered after the start of racing, unless the protester can prove that the relevant facts were not available to him before the start of racing. UIM Rule 403.04.

	
	

	SAFETY
	It is the driver’s ultimate responsibility to ensure that their craft and equipment are suitable & fit for racing. 
Dogs to be on leads at all times and are not allowed in the pits area.
Children are to be supervised at all times within the pit area.
No children on the jetties (except JT /J250 racers).
Random alcohol breath tests may be conducted at any time during operational hours and those found to be over the prescribed limit will be immediately suspended. There will be no second chances. PB2 rule F43.
The Club will accept no responsibility for any accident or injury occurring during this meeting.

	FUEL
	Must be carried in suitable APPROVED CONTAINERS.
Please take care not to spill fuel or oil. Absorbent carpets will be used under engines. 
There is a fuel dump behind the lockup garages.

	
	

	CONDUCT
	It is the responsibility all of us involved in Powerboat racing to conduct ourselves in an orderly and professional manner at all times and not to put others, be them fellow competitors or the General Public at risk or cause unnecessary nuisance. Please be aware of other Section Members right to enjoy their sport and the shared facilities within the Club confines.
No motorcycles /motorised skateboards etc to be used unnecessarily within the grounds of the Club.  
Jet Ski’s are NOT allowed on the lake at any time.
